UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Discussion on a Process for the Affected Residents of Squaw Run Road/Squaw Run Road East
1. Financial reimbursement for the affected residents: At the December 21, 2020, Council Meeting, Mr. Bennett asked Council to think about some form of methodology on financial reimbursement for the affected residents and how this could be accomplished, and return to the matter on January 18, 2021.
2. , letters were sent out to 16 households located on seven private lanes affected by the name change asking for their suggested new names. 
3. Library Help Desk: Ms. Steele created an information packet for the Cooper Siegel Community Library and the affected residents, including resources for changing their address. Mr. Koehler created a check-list for the Borough staff who will assist the affected residents with the road name change. 
4. Public road name suggestions: Trillium Run was determined to not be a viable option as a name for one of the two public roads that need to be changed due to Trillium Lane and The Trillium as road names currently in the Borough. The three most popular names thus far are:
1. Seneca Run

2. Fox Run

Rubbish Bins

The rubbish bins located behind the Borough Building currently accept the following items: furniture, non-Freon appliances, hot water tanks, bicycles, toys, sporting goods equipment, lawnmowers, and tools. 
Prohibited items are food waste, building/landscaping material, carpet, Freon appliances (unless appliance bears a sticker that Freon has been removed), paint, toxic chemicals, tires, electronics, and wood or wood pallets. We ask Council to add mattresses and box springs to the prohibited items list since they do not compact due to their structure and take up the entire bin space once placed inside.
