UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Discussion on a Process for the Affected Residents of Squaw Run Road/Squaw Run Road East
1. Financial reimbursement for the affected residents: At the January 18, 2021, Council Meeting, a motion was passed to approve the token compensation of $250 per household to the affected residents of the road name change, with an additional $250 financial hardship compensation based on a request from the resident and demonstration of any financial hardship. 
The Borough sent out a letter dated January 25, 2021, to the affected residents that included information for changing an address, how the Borough would be of assistance, and a postcard that could be returned to the Borough if the resident wished not to accept the token compensation, or donate the $250 to either the Park Fund or the Fire Truck Fund. 
2. Naming issues: Names for the private lanes have been submitted by the affected residents. All suggestions have been submitted to the Allegheny County Address Management Administrator, who has sent back her comments on each submission. If Council agrees with the name suggestions, Council may approve the name changes before March 15, 2021. 
3. Public road name suggestions: 
Resident submission by March 1, 2021. Council action required by March 15, 2021, Council meeting.
