CONTRACT AWARD
Road Paving

This contract was bid to include Fox Chapel Borough and O'Hara Township. It is recommended to award the contract to the low bidder, Shields Asphalt Paving, Inc., at the base bid of $550,056.40. Alternate Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 of Contract No. 21-R01 – 2021 Roadway Improvement Program brings the total to $1,071,676.23, subject to obtaining the required insurance certificates and bonds from Shields Asphalt Paving, Inc. This amount includes $21,000 for Utility Pavement Repairs, which will be reimbursed to the Borough upon completion by respective utility companies. The 2021 Road Paving Contractor Budget is $1,133,289.

Lease Agreement between Fox Chapel Borough and the Fox Chapel Racquet Club

The Fox Chapel Racquet Club received a DEP permit to install a wall along the stream that borders their property to prevent flooding of their facilities. During a review of the permit, it became evident that the Fox Chapel Racquet Club contructed facilities on Borough park property in the past. Portions of the proposed wall will be constructed on Borough property. Therefore, the Racquet Club attorney, Borough Solicitor Bruce Bowden, and Gary Koehler have prepared the lease to address the issue.
