Contract No. 21-PW6: 
Solar Panels 
At the July 19, 2021, Council meeting, it was moved to table Contract No. 21-PW6 Solar Panels for two months and Council would take action at the September meeting. 
Based on the bids submitted, LSSE recommends awarding the base bid only for Contract No. 21-PW6 – Storage Building Solar Panels to Energy Independent Solutions, LLC (EIS) in the amount of $324,870 (this price includes a new roof on the existing building at $66,450), if additional funding is available outside of the building budget.


Public Works Maintenance Facility Emergency Generator

If a conventional generator is chosen for the new PW Facility, LSSE suggests that the work be awarded to Palco Generators through PA CoStars Contract No. 012-061 for $50,500.

Award 2021 – 2022 contract for lining sewer mains to Insight Pipe Contracting at the cost of:

· $38.00 LF (8”), $41.00 LF (10”), and $52.00 LF (12”) Lining
